The fight resulted in
injury to two Wachusett Regional High School students
and was caught on cell phone video and earned
national attention. Bourget, Santimore and Gribbons
identified the four suspects by enhancing the video and
interviewing scores of teens, witnesses and high school
personnel. Three juveniles, including one from Holden,
are awaiting trial on charges stemming from the
incident, as is one 17-year-old from Worcester. Police
Chief George Sherrill praised his staff for their work
around the clock for nearly 48 hours to quickly identify
the suspects. The select board also lauded Sherrill for
his leadership.
